Our area ‘s October 10", 2019 annual meeting had 101 people in attendance. It was a
great meeting hosted by the Knott County Homemakers.

In 2018-2019, counties in the Area gave $2250 for county educational scholarships. Our
homemakers volunteered a combined hours 63,122 hours for the four VSU areas. The area had
Program of Work reports submitted from seven counties in all eight areas.

Members always look
forward to exhibiting their award winning creations at the annual Kentucky Extension
Homemakers Association state meeting. The Homemakers enjoyed learning new skills through
the various Programs of Work lessons taught in the counties. Area homemakers have worked
hard and look forward to learning new skills, meeting new challenges, recruiting new members,
starting new clubs and taking on new projects to benefit their communities and counties.
